We recognise the importance of families in a child’s education and we 

greatly value any input, opinions and information you can share with us 

about your child’s learning and progress. We use Tapestry, an online 

learning journal. Photographs and observations will be taken of your 

child and you can access these on the Tapestry website, using your login 

and password.  

We very much encourage our families to add their own observations 

from home, by uploading a photograph and explaining what your child 

was doing, this can be an excellent talking point between staff and 

children. 

Each term, we host an open morning where parents and carers are 

invited into their child’s classroom to share in their learning. This is a 

lovely opportunity for children to share their learning environment with 

their families.  

Reading at home is very important. Every week, your child will be sent 

home with a new reading book which links with their phonics learning. 

There is an expectation that you will read with them every evening. It is 

amazing how quickly children make progress with their reading, when 

they are reading at home as well as at school. We ask that you record a 

note about your child’s reading in their Reading Records.

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The Early Years Curriculum  

                                                

The Early Years Curriculum is divided into seven areas of learning; the 

first three areas are known as ‘Prime’ areas:  

 

Personal, Social and Emotional Development  

This area focusses on your child understanding their feelings and the 

feelings of those around them. Developing confidence, independence 

and perseverance as well as working and playing cooperatively with 

others.  

Communication and Language  

This area involves your child participating in small group, one to-one and 

whole class discussions and asking questions about what they have 

heard. Children will develop an understanding of how to express their 

ideas and feelings about their experiences and hold conversations with 

others. 

Physical Development  
 
It is important that your child develops both their gross and fine motor 
skills over the course of their year in reception. This involves developing 
balance and coordination as well as the ability to negotiate space and 
obstacles safely. Your child should also learn to hold a pencil effectively 
and use smaller mark making tools.  
 
Mathematics  
 
In reception, mathematics learning includes exploring and representing 
patterns, recognising amounts to 5 without having to count and having 
a deep understanding of number to 10.  
 
Literacy  
 
Literacy in reception is comprised of three key areas of learning; 
comprehension, word reading and writing. This involves your child 
developing an understanding of what’s being read to them and applying 
their phonics knowledge whilst reading and writing. 
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Understanding the World  
 
This includes developing children’s understanding of the past and 
present, learning about people, culture and communities as well as 
exploring the natural world.  
 
Expressive Arts and Design  
 
This is where your child will learn to use a range of tools and 
techniques, explore colour and share their creations with others. It also 
the area focussed on performance such as storytelling and singing. 

 

Our School Day  

 

Our school day begins at 8:50am and ends at 3:30pm. Staff will greet 

the children in the morning and send them home in the afternoon from 

the reception gate.  

Throughout our school day, pupils learning will be focussed around the 

seven areas of learning outlined above. This will be delivered though a 

mix of continuous provision, directed teaching and small group 

activities.  

Children have a morning break at 10:30 and a lunch break at 12:15.We 

also have a story and snack time at 3:00 each day where the children 

will be provided with a fruit snack.  

Every child in Key Stage one is entitled to a free school meal. Each day, 
there are four options available: a meat dish, a vegetarian option, jacket 
potatoes, and sandwiches. 

Lunchtime is a wonderful opportunity for pupils to try different foods 
while enjoying social time with their friends. 

We will send through a copy of the menu nearer the time, and you will 
have the flexibility to book meals the day before. 

Our catering provider, Educatering, focuses on delivering high-quality, 
nutritious, locally sourced, fresh food through delicious, child-led menus 
and meals. 
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We offer a range of enrichment clubs for all children attending Bow 
Primary School. These include activities such as Art Club, Lego Club, 
Nature Club, and Football. 

The clubs run every day after school until 5:00pm and are led by 
members of our school staff. Our Football Club is run by our sports 
partner, Mr Dart. 

Details of the Autumn Term clubs will be shared towards the end of the 
Summer Term. We look forward to welcoming many of your children to 
take part in these exciting opportunities. 

Wrap around care is available. Please contact Bow Bears for further

Preparing to Start School  

                     

In Reception, we have Physical Education (PE) on a Monday and 

Tuesday. We ask that your child arrives at school in a PE kit – Bow 

Community Primary School PE hooded jumper, black shorts, leggings or 

jogging bottoms and a white T-shirt. Trainers or plimsoles will be 

needed, if the weather is dry.  

Please ensure that you put your child’s name in all of their belongings. 

Changes including underwear and socks for any small accidents would 

be very useful; this can be kept in their school bag.  

Please send your child to school with a named drinks bottle with water 

only. It is important for us all to stay hydrated and we have 

opportunities throughout the day to have a drink.  

Please could you also send in a pair of named wellies and some water 

proof trousers to stay at school so we can access our outdoor area 

whatever the weather.  

Uniform and PE Uniform 

 

At Bow Community Primary School, pupils are required to wear the following 
uniform:   

• White polo or Royal Blue polo with/ without School logo  
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• Royal Blue Sweatshirt or Cardigan with School logo  
• Black or Grey School trousers, skirt or shorts   
• Black or Grey tights  
• Black or White Socks  
• Black plain low heeled, closed toe school shoes  
• Royal Blue and White summer dress 

At Bow Community Primary School, pupils are required to wear the following 
PE kit:   

• Royal blue t-shirt with school logo or white t-shirt  
• School Sweatshirt with or without logo  
• Plain black shorts or leggings or tracksuit bottoms 
• Suitable sports’ trainers  

Please note, that makeup and jewellery should not be worn by pupils. 
Clothing with Logos on display are also not in line with our 
school uniform expectations.    

Pupils SHOULD come into school on days when they have PE in their 
PE kits. They will not need to change before lessons. 

It is really important that pupils wear the correct PE kit on these days with their 
school jumper. 

Please note: football and rugby kits or clothing with logos are 
unacceptable.
